· New Zealand offers 18 scholarships to Vietnamese students
Education New Zealand (ENZ) announced the next round of New Zealand Schools Scholarships (NZSS) 2020, with 18 scholarships offered to Vietnamese students to study in New Zealand’s prestigious secondary schools.
Students can apply for the next round from July 6 to August 31. The scholarship is aimed at bringing about more opportunities for Vietnamese students to experience the high-quality education of New Zealand.
Each scholarship provides a 50% subsidy on the school tuition fees for the first year of study. Applicants are required to submit their academic records, English certificate and a 1.5-minute-long video highlighting why they should be chosen to win the NZSS.
“We’re very happy to be launching the second round of applications for 2020. This decision was taken following feedback from our education agent partners as well as the interest from Vietnamese students and parents who are still looking for the right scholarship opportunity in New Zealand. When the time is right, we look forward to welcoming the scholarship winners to New Zealand and into our exceptional secondary schools,” Ben Burrowes, Education New Zealand’s Regional Manager for East Asia, said in a statement.
ENZ announced 22 winners of the first round of the NZSS 2020, with recipients being offered a 50% cut on their tuition fees for the first year of study in New Zealand. One student was specially handpicked to win the only 100% scholarship for her highly impressive application.
The second year of the NZSS saw tremendous interest from Vietnamese students. Applications have been sent from across the country, all of which are from passionate and talented students.
· Australian-funded online course helps Vietnamese teachers improve English proficiency
Australia’s Quality Training Solutions organization is providing an online English course for teachers at several universities in Vietnam to help them improve English proficiency and technology access.
This English program is carried out under the promotion of Aus4 Skills and Australian Awards and expected to contribute to improving the quality of global education.
Over 100 teachers at Tay Bac University, Thai Nguyen University, and Thai Nguyen University of Agriculture and Forestry are participating in the 12-month-long course.
“It is a very good opportunity for Tay Bac University. I believe that together with other efforts, this online course will help improve the level of English of our staff and lecturers significantly,” said Doan Duc Lan, vice rector of the university.
“The course is designed in an attractive way. […] It has motivated our lecturers and staff in learning English. People have created a group to share and exchange information with each other and they are quite active in that group,” said Quyen, Aus4skills coordinator at Tay Bac University.
“Quality Training Solutions professors hope the program will provide a long-term international English learning environment and modern distance learning technology, especially for lecturers in remote areas, to eliminate the geographical distance to study with the world,” said Trang Tran, chief representative of Quality Training Solutions.
This online English program is sponsored by the Australian Professors’ Study Encouragement Fund for Vietnam, according to Australian Alumni in Vietnam.
Founded by Australian professors and Australian alumni, Quality Training Solutions delivers quality education and training programs that give students the chance to create a positive future for themselves in the form of employment, career advancement and pathways to further education and self-development.
· HCMC library receives Mexican bookshelf
Mexican Honorary Consul Vu Minh Anh handed over a bookshelf of Mexican book titles to Vinh Quoc Bao, deputy director of General Science Library of HCMC in District 1, on Monday, July 13. The activity is to celebrate the 45th anniversary of diplomatic relations between Mexico and Vietnam.
The bookshelf features books about Mexican history, literature, culture and people, and most of them are in Vietnamese. The bookshelf supported by the Mexican Embassy and Consulate in Vietnam will be updated with 50 to 100 new books every year, said Mexican Honorary Consul Vu Minh Anh. It is also expected to promote the Mexican culture to those interested in Spanish as well as the culture of South America. Moreover, Mexican film screening events and cultural exchange sessions will take place at the library in the coming time.

Apply the glue evenly and then cover the fabric
Cut a piece of cloth about 30 × 25 cm in size, sweep the milk glue evenly on the outside of the bottle and then rub the cloth firmly on the surface of the bottle with your fingers so that the fabric will stick tightly.

Wrap cloth and glue
Wait for the glue to dry, take the scissors to cut away the excess cloth. To prevent the seams from being exposed and to avoid the excess fibers, apply glue to the cut area. The excess fabric is folded round to the bottom and then glued.
Step 4: Use a very hot needle and then skewer into the mouth of the bottle located on either side, or to be safe, you can use the 2-hole punch pliers to 2 sides of the mouth.
Step 5: Finally, put the pretty little flowers in the plastic bottle and hang on the balcony.
